DREAM VACATION PROJECT

Instructions
Congratulations!  You have been selected to plan a Spring Break Vacation for Mr. Bunion’s Freshman Seminar class!  Students will work in groups of three to plan this trip.  The objective is to plan an exciting trip to a dream vacation spot, without going over your budget of $_________ per person.

A. Choose 1 travel destination.

B. All travel must span a minimum of 4 days.

C. The group must use ACTUAL flight, hotel, food, and transportation cost data.

D. ALL project documents must be submitted to receive credit for this group project.

E. Expenses for the Expenditure Report must be calculated based on ONE INDIVIDUAL.

DAY ONE

Travelers decide who will be responsible for which documents.  Each traveler will have primary responsibility for completing at least a 1/3 of the documents.  No changes to the assignment of documents may be made after instructor approval.

DAY TWO

Travel groups will select travel destinations and start your research.  Travel destinations may not be changed or traded with another group.

DOCUMENTS TO SUBMIT
Students are responsible for creating the following 9 documents for the project:

1. Passport-Outline the steps to get a passport to your destination.  Include any associated costs.  Tell whether or not any of your destinations require a visitor’s visa, immunizations (which ones), or AIDS/HIV testing.  Prepare this document using Word.

2. Travel Itinerary-Include actual flight information and dates and times of all departures and arrivals.  Include all hotels, restaurants, and all places of interest (with address and phone number).  Prepare this document in Word.

3. Phrase Book-Prepare a phrase book.  Translate commonly used phrases into predominant spoken language of your travel destination.  Make the document look attractive.  You may use tables or columns for this document.

4. Expenditure Report-Prepare an expenditure report in your EXCEL.  Include in this report all daily expenses—airfare, limo/taxi/rental car, meals, hotel, recreation and sightseeing costs.

5. Travel Flyer-Create a flyer advertising this trip to your classmates.  Make it CREATIVE.

6. Cultural Synopsis-Prepare a 1-2 page synopsis on the culture of your major travel destination.  Be sure to include the following information: population, spoken languages, predominant religion, major exports/imports, paper currency and coins (and exchange rate to US dollar), weather during the summer months, and at least one social custom different from the United States.

7. Places of Interest-Prepare a description of 5 places of interest you will see and experience during this vacation.  Descriptions must be a minimum of a paragraph for each place of interest.  Places of Interest must NOT BE CITIES.
8. Works Cited Page-The group will collectively put together a works cited page using MLA Format.

9. Title Page-Prepare a title page, which includes are traveler’s names and the destination country, cities, “Dream Vacation Project” as the titles.  Also include the course name and due date.
